Amendment No. 2 - Additional Wetland Mitigation Planning,
Hydrologic Study, and Public Information Support

Background

The Timpanogos Special Service District (TSSD) has completed a 40 Year Master Plan spanning the
planning horizon from 2020 to 2060 (Brown and Caldwell (BC) and AQUA Engineers, Inc., 2021). The
Master Plan improvement projects related to the TSSD Water Reclamation Facility (WRF) are divided
into three Phases, namely Phase 1, 2, and 3 over the forty-year period. Phase 1 spans the period
from approximately 2020 to 2035; TSSD desires to begin design for some of the Phase 1 projects in
2022.

As part of the work, including comprehensive environmental management and long term WRF site
planning, TSSD has been investigating Utah Lake Shoreline and Wetlands improvements. In April of
2022, the TSSD Board approved initial detailed planning, wetlands mapping, wetland permitting, and
related efforts that are being coordinated with the overall WRF improvements. In July 2022, the
TSSD Board approved Amendment 1 which included development of a Facility Plan and
Environmental Assessment that would be required as part of the application process for federal or
state funding sources.

As the wetland work has continued, it was recognized that Parcel 5 within the project area had not
been delineated or had an associated jurisdictional determination. As TSSD works through land
acquisition through transfers as part of the Utah Lake recreational trail development, additional land
value appraisals and wetland delineations are needed. In support of the wetland mitigation ongoing
at the site, a hydrologic was deemed to be of value to monitor ground and surface water elevations.
Finally, to communicate progress to the Utah Lake Commission, some public information assistance
is needed. TSSD would like to amend this task order to integrate the existing scope with six tasks
that will build upon the work completed to-date and allow completion of the Wetlands Mitigation Plan
required by the US Army Corps of Engineers (USACE).

To maintain Task Order continuity, Jacobs Engineering Group (Jacobs) will complete the scope of
work which is a continuation of the wetland delineation and mitigation planning effort currently
under way as a subconsultant to BC. The Jacobs scope of work and compensation is included in
Attachment A.



Phase 003: Additional Wetland Mitigation Planning

Task 100 - Parcel 5 Wetland Delineation

BC will coordinate the team and work of subconsultants related to the wetland delineation,
jurisdictional determination, and incorporation of Parcel 5 findings into the Conceptual Wetland
Mitigation Planning effort that is currently underway.

Task 200 - Conduct Hydrologic Study

BC will oversee the work of subconsultants to implement a hydrologic study of the TSSD project area
in support of wetlands planning. The proposed study will include groundwater surface elevations,
pond elevation, and stream flow monitoring via pressure transducers and monthly site visits from
Jacobs staff. Seven piezometers will be drilled to a depth of 8 feet to support the study.
Deliverables include a Hydrology Study technical memorandum.

Task 300 - Land Appraisal
TSSD requested that Jacobs complete two land value appraisals for parcels that will be potentially
transferred to TSSD in support of the Utah Lake recreational trail development.

Task 400 - West Side Collection System Wetland Delineation

BC will coordinate the team and work of subconsultants related to the wetland delineation,
jurisdictional determination, and coordination with the USACE for the West Side Collection System
(Alternatives 1 and 2). This work will not be included in the Facility Plan.

Task 500 - Lehi City Pony Express Parkway Project Wetland Delineation

BC will coordinate the team and work of subconsultants related to the wetland delineation,
jurisdictional determination, and coordination with the USACE for the Lehi City Pony Express Parkway
Project Wetland Delineation. This work will not be included in the Facility Plan.

Task 600- Public Information Support
BC will provide up to 40 hours of public information support that could include meeting attendance,
project updates, and content development for the Utah Lake Commission website.

Task 700- Funding Strategy

Building off the workshop, BC will work with TSSD to identify grants and loans that are appropriate
for each of the four packages. BC will populate a funding matrix for each package with application
dates, available funds (if budgeted), requirements, and more project-specific information. This task
will be funded through the reallocation of funds from the Amendment 1 PFAS Overview Workshop
($13,664) and the Amendment 1 Delivery Strategies Workshop ($14,580).

Wetland mitigation planning to support plant expansion for Timpanogos Special Service District.

Scope of Services:

Task 1: Complete a wetland delineation, associated jurisdictional determination, and coordination
with the US Army Corps of Engineers for TSSD Parcel #5 in support of the facility expansion
errpittn oject. The area to be delineated is shown in Figure 1 below.

Task 2: Complete a hydrologic study of the TSSD project area including groundwater surface
elevations, stream flow, and pond elevation monitoring. The study will include a combination of
passive continuous data collection (via installation of pressure transducers) and active data
collection from monthly site visits by a Jacobs staff. Jacobs staff will install stream (1) and pond
gages (3) for continuous data collection. A drilling contractor will drill shallow groundwater
monitoring wells (7 piezometers) to a depth of 8 ft. using a rubber track direct push drill rig. TSSD
will help provide access to the drilling locations by plowing a path with the MarshMaster. Water level
measurements will be made by a Jacobs staff monthly for 6 months. The hydrologic study will build
a data set of hydrologic conditions in the project area and will inform wetland mitigation design and
construction. Following the completion of 6 months of hydrologic monitoring a technical
memorandum will be developed to summarize the findings of the study.

Task 3: Coordinate and complete a land value appraisal for two parcels proximal to the TSSD
project area to inform potential land transfers with the current owners (Utah County and the North
Pointe Solid Waste Special Service District). Jacobs staff will coordinate the appraisal to be
completed by a professional land appraiser and reports will be delivered to TSSD.

Task 4: Complete wetland delineations (field work and aquatic resources delineation report),
associated jurisdictional determination, and coordination with the US Army Corps of Engineers for
the West Side Collection System (Alternatives 1 and 2). The approximate alignment of the pipeline
alternatives is shown in Figure 3; we assume a 50" width will be delineated. It is assumed that
Bowen Collins and TSSD will coordinate access to the private properties for the delineation.

Task 5: Complete wetland delineations, associated jurisdictional determination, and coordination
with the US Army Corps of Engineers for the Lehi City Pony Express Parkway Project. It is
assumed that TSSD will only cover the costs of the field component of the delineation work. The
aquatic resources delineation, jurisdictional request, and coordination with the agency and client will
be covered by TSSD who may later pursue reimbursement from Lehi City. The proposed alignment



of the Pony Express Parkway is shown in Figure 4. A shapefile has been provided to show the
alignment and a 300 ft. width is assumed for the right of way. USACE permitting or other
environmental support is not included in this task. It is assumed that Lehi City will secure and
coordinate access to private for the wetland delineation.
